(Didsbury Mosque and Islamic Centre, Didsbury Manchester)  

 
Traveling by Car: 

 

• From London: 
Leave London and join the M1 at the M1/J1 junction direction [M1] The North. Continue on M1 until 

you reach junction 19 of the M1. Leave the M1 at junction M1/J19 and straight ahead into M6 

direction Birmingham. Continue on M6 until you reach Junction 19. Leave the motorway and at the 

roundabout take the third exit on to A556 (Signposted Manchester Airport). Follow signs for 

Manchester Airport and join the M56 motorway (signposted Manchester). Keep forward and at 

Junction 3, take right hand lanes to keep forward to the end of motorway. At junction with M60 keep 

forward (signposted Macheter City Centre). After few miles, turn right on to Cavendish Road, and then 

turn left onto Burton Road. The Mosque is at the corner of Burton Road. 

 

• From Birmingham, Leicester, Nottingham and other Cities:  

Head towards M6 and use the direction given above (for London).
